Text: Proverbs 6:1-6

In the text, Solomon is continuing to give his son sound principles of wisdom. He
addresses, “My son,” and gives him some principles that should help him avoid a few of
life’s pitfalls. The wise father will spend time training his children in matters of every-
day life. We must teach by words and walk (cf. Pro. 23:26).
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In the previous chapter, Solomon warned his son concerning women. Now he warns
him concerning wealth.
